HIS WORD TODAY BY Rev. William J. Reilly 

First Reading: Wisdom 9:13-18b 

This reading acknowledges that people have had a difficult time attempting to 

know God's wishes. At times we have difficulty understanding the things that 

happen on earth. Therefore, learning of things in heaven would have been  

impossible, except that God sent us wisdom and the Holy Spirit to help us  

understand him. 

 

Second Reading: Philemon 9-10, 12-17 

Paul writes to Philemon regarding Onesimus, a slave who ran away and  

encountered Paul. Although Paul wished Onesimus could remain with him, he 

did not want to violate Philemon's wishes. Paul asks that Philemon receives his 

friend Onesimus as a beloved brother, not as a slave. He closes by saying, 

"Welcome him as you would me." 

 

Gospel: Luke 14:25-33 

Jesus warns people who wish to follow him that they must abandon everyone 

else first. A person calculates the amount of money needed to complete a pro-

ject before they begin it. In the same way, Jesus warns these people to consider 

exactly what is involved before they make a commitment to follow him.

“Anyone who does not take up his cross and follow me cannot be my 

disciple….In the same way, none of you can be my disciple if he does not 

renounce all his possessions.”… “For what man knows God’s counsel or 

can conceive what the Lord intends? For the deliberations of mortals are 

timid, and unsure are our plans.” 

 

The well known Lutheran pastor martyr, Dietrich Bonheoffer confronted 

his readers with his famous text ‘The Cost of Discipleship’. The title alone 

tells the story. It echoes the path Jesus proposed and lived, then taught his 

closest friends. The way would not be smooth, it would be hazardous, 

filled with difficulties, but the road of the One who told us He is the way 

the truth and the life. It would not be easy. 

 

As we survey the list of martyrs of our own day, victims of genocide in 

Africa and Asia, the civil wars in Sudan and Syria, martyrs are created  

because of a cause. Romero, Gerardi and Ellacuria in Central America 

earned their martyrdom speaking out for justice and caring for the op-

pressed.  The person who pickets an abortion clinic, protests the polluting 

of the environment or supports a movement as the Catholic Worker  

or/Pax Christi is written off as a do gooder or nut.   

 

It costs to be a disciple. The regrettable thing is that many fail to respect 

and learn what motivates these heroes to carry out the gospel teaching 

and carry His cross rather than being judgmental and negative.
