First Reading: Amos 8:4-7  

The prophet Amos expressed disgust over people who take advantage of 

the poor. He describes businessmen scheming to cheat the poor, then de-

clares that God will "never forget the things they have done." 

 

Second Reading: 1 Timothy 2:1-8 

Paul urges the Christians to pray for all people, especially those in authority. 

Paul even asked them to pray for the kings who denounced Christ's teach-

ings, because God wants all people to be saved through Jesus. 

 

Gospel: Luke 16:1-13 

Jesus tells a story about a servant who tries to cheat his employer. The 

owner is impressed because he would do the same thing himself. Jesus then 

describes the importance of being trustworthy in small matters, as well as in 

greater ones. He then states that no one can serve two masters faithfully, so 

people cannot give themselves completely to both God and money. God of the Cosmos,                                                  

you created all things as one.                                           

Brace us, your people,                                                            

that we may remember and                                                             

reclaim our interconnections--                                          

Life depending on life,                                                           

one creature affecting another.

How refreshing to open the letter Paul addressed to Timothy, and to us. It 

is considered a ‘pastoral letter’, designed to strengthen our faith and union 

with Christ Jesus. 

 

It is an instructive letter, teaching his disciple and us, the many facets of 

prayer. At worship we include the ‘Prayer of the Faithful’ or general inter-

cessions, remembering church authority, our Holy Father, government 

leaders, our parish community. We include special prayers for those who 

are ill, their caregivers and those who have died. 

 

Our prayer can also reflect our gratitude for all we have received and are, 

a general ‘attitude of gratitude.’ Our prayer reflects our desire for forgive-

ness, and our willingness to forgive others.  Finally, all prayer should be a 

statement of praise of our God who loves us, and wishes that all be saved 

and come to knowledge of the truth. 

 

Our passage to Timothy concludes ‘it is my wish then, that in every place 

men shall offer prayers with blameless hands, held aloft, and be free from 

anger and dissension.’
