HIS WORD TODAY

“Moses was tending the flock of his father-
in-law Jethro, the priest of Midian. Leading
the flock across the desert, he came to
Horeb, the mountain of God. There an an-
gel of the Lord appeared to him in fire flam-
ing out of a bush. As he looked on, he was
surprised to see that the bush though on
fire, was not consumed.... God called out
to him from the bush, ‘Moses, Moses!” He
answered ‘Here | am.” God said, ‘Come no
nearer! Remove the sandals from your feet,
for the place where you stand is holy
ground.”

A memorable encounter of Moses. The
place, a mountain, where God makes His
presence known at Sinai Moriah, Horeb. A
curious sign, a burning bush, like the eternal
flame in Washington or Paris. A voice, simi-
lar to the Transfiguration or at the Jordan.

A message and mission is entrusted to
him, telling the people of lsrael of God’s
concern as he witnessed their oppression
and heard their plea. Who is sending me,
Moses asked, and the Lord revealed His
name ‘Yahweh.” That is ‘Tell them | AM
sent me to you.’

Sometimes we are mesmerized by the
burning flame of a candle, or the quiet
crackling of a log in a fire place. Our eyes
become fixed on them. In a quiet moment
we realize too that we, this Lent, are living
sacred moments and standing on holy
ground.

First Reading: Exodus 3:1-8a, 13-15

Moses came upon a burning bush, when
God called out to him. God told Moses
that he had seen the suffering of his people
in Egypt, and intended to lead them from
their captors to a land of milk and honey.
Moses asked what he should say if the Isra-
elites should ask what God wished to be
called. God replied, "l am who am."

Second Reading: | Corinthians 10:1-6, 10-12
Paul describes how the people were led
into the desert by Moses, yet many of them
were struck down by God. He warns that
this should serve as an example not to give
in to wicked desires or we may suffer the
same downfall.

CONTINUING THE JOURNEY

Paschal Season and Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA)

We are now coming to see all the days from Ash Wednesday to Pente-
cost as the paschal (passover) season. The 40 days of Lent and the 50
days of Easter surround the Triduum. The entire season has a unity
founded in the Vigil and manifest in the preparation for initiation (Lent)
and the continuing celebration of baptismal death and resurrection in
Christ (Eastertime). The reforms initiated by the Second Vatican Council
(1962-1965) ask us to discover again the keeping of these 90 days around
the great mystery of baptism. This is not what many of us would expect.
Baptism was often presented as something that got us out of sin and into
the church, it was rather private. But the church has rediscovered how
baptism as the climax of the whole initiation process can be the constant
and strong image of the Christian life. Baptism is a passage through death
into life in Christ. Such a passage must be, in many ways shattering. Such
a passage must be with us in every day and moment of life. Year after
year, it is going to make a great difference when this passage is right there

in front of us: real people, candidates and
catechumens, who are seeking to be part of
ome this church, seeking baptism and life in Christ
ourne with us. All the deeds that go into initiation--
. evangelization, admitting to the catechu-
W|‘I'h menate, learning the scriptures and the com-
munity’s way of life, scrutinizing motives and
lives, handing over the community’s treasures
of prayer and creed—all these and then the
baptism and anointing and the eucharist bring
the whole parish community face to face with
what it means for each of us to be baptized
into Christ Jesus.

Since the restoration of the catechumenate Lent has become the season
of purification and enlightenment for the elect,(our catechumen Camyrn
Wilson), and the whole assembly. The 31, 4t and 5% Sundays in Lent
celebrate the scrutinies in the dismissal rite that takes place after the hom-
ily. The scrutinies are not a public confession of sins. To scrutinize means
“to take a hard look at.” The liturgical scrutiny might be understood as a
reflection on those evils or sins that are bigger than the individual and are
expressed in certain behaviors of individuals and communities. For exam-
ple, the pervasive evil of greed keeps millions of people in the world
homeless while millions of others have multiple homes. The same evil
may cause an individual to refuse to share and to acquire much more
than they need. “The scrutinies are meant to uncover then heal all that is
weak, defective, or sinful in the hearts of the elect; to bring out, then
strengthen all that is upright, strong, and good” (RCIA,141). The texts and
prayers from Year A will help the elect find themselves in the stories of
the Samaritan woman, the man born blind, and Lazarus, raised from the
dead. The Scrutinies are intended to make the elect more aware of their
own sinfulness and their need for a Redeemer. They are intended to do
nothing less than “complete the conversion of the elect” (RCIA,141).

Gospel: Luke 13:1-9

Jesus says that an individual's misfortune does not mean that their sins
were greater than someone else's. He warns that without repenting, all
sinners will meet the same end. He tells of a barren fig tree whose owner
planned to cut it down. But a servant offered to give it special care for
one year, and destroy it should it remain barren. This symbolizes God's
patience toward us.
