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HIS WORD TODAY BY Rev. William J. Reilly 

“‘Why do you not give them something to eat yourselves?’ They replied, ‘We 

have nothing but five loaves and two fishes. Or shall we ourselves go and buy 

food for all these people?’… Then taking the five loaves and two fishes, Jesus 

raised his eyes to heaven, pronounced a blessing over them, broke them and 

gave them to the disciples to distribute to the crowd.  They all ate until they had 

enough.” 

 

Although we gather at the Lord’s Table weekly, once each year we are re-

minded of what makes us who we are, a Eucharistic people. The feeding of the 

crowd of five thousand was an extraordinary feat. Using the elements of five 

loaves and two fish, we are reminded of the widow feeding Elijah even though 

she had little oil in her jug and flour in her jar. There was enough for them for 

an entire year. The description of what Jesus did, surely is connected with our 

Sunday Eucharist. 

 

The gift of the Eucharist allows us to have oneness with Christ and one another 

as members of His church. The sacrament is the sign of unity and bond of char-

ity. It is not to be taken for granted, but appreciated as the source of life for us 

all. Jesus could do so much seemingly with little resources. 

 

Following the super storm Sandy thousands rallied to feed, clothe, house and 

comfort thousands with what little they had. So much good could surface from 

a harsh experience. Victims of the storm were concerned for the wellbeing of 

others; even as they suffered from the disaster they shared their five and two. 

 

We too are called to distribute the goodness of Jesus to others. What are your 

five and two?  What can you give to the Lord and His people? 

First Reading: Genesis 14:18-20 

Melchizedek, a priest of God, prayed that Abram would be blessed by God. He 

also praised God for delivering Abram's foes into his hands. 

 

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 11:23-26 

Paul describes Jesus' actions during the last supper. Jesus broke bread and said it 

was his body given for us, asking that we do the same in remembrance of him. 

He then passed the cup and called it his blood. Jesus then asked us to break 

bread in this manner to remember his death until he returns. 

 

Gospel: Luke 9:11b-17 

Jesus spoke to a large crowd when his disciples asked that he dismiss the people 

to give them a chance to find food and lodging. Jesus asked the disciples to give 

the crowd something to eat, but they had only five loaves of bread and two 

fish. Jesus then blessed and distributed the food, which fed about 5,000 people. 

Twelve baskets were then collected from what was left over.
